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ACCELERATED READER

It's a new school year and time to keep reading and earning those
Accelerated Reader points! The PTA will once again award prizes to
students who meet their reading goal each grading period.

Starting in September, the PTA will staff the computer lab Monday -
Friday from 8:30-8:50am so that students can take AR tests before
school begins.

What is Accelerated Reader?

Accelerated Reader is a computer software reading program used to
help students find books that are challenging, yet not too difficult. By
taking a test after reading a book, parents and teachers can check for
comprehension and follow a student’s progress.

Books that have been reviewed by the accelerated reading program will
have book levels. For example, “Amelia Bedelia” has a book level of 2.5,
therefore this is a book that a 2™ grader should be able to read and
comprehend in the middle of the 2™ grade year.

Students in grades 1-5 are given an AR point and accuracy goal each
grading period. Kindergarten students will start with AR in January.

How do | find the book level?

If your child checks out a book from the school library with a red sticker
on the side, the book level will be on a white sticker in the back of the
book. If you are looking through currently owned books, the public
library, or bookstores you can use this website to check the book level:
www.arbookfind.com.

This website is also a great tool to use to find books within a certain
point level. When looking up a book, it will tell you how many points a
book is worth when the student successfully completes the AR test.
